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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to identify problems and abilities in reading
English of the first year English Liberal Arts students. The research investigated 1) the
influenced factors in English reading abilities towards the first year students; 2) the
relationships between sex, age, GPA, attitudes, and the students reading abilities; 3) the
ability of the students in the following skills: details, - sentence study, main Idea,
interpretation, context clue, and inference; and 4) survey the students’ problems in reading
English texts. The subjects were 45 students who enrolled in the Ensglish Liberal Arts
program in the second semester of the 2010 academic year, Faculty of Humanities and
Social sciences, Yala Rajabhat University, and had taken the course Reading 1. The research
instruments were a-questionnaire on the students” backeround information, attitude towards
English reading and their opinion about the problem in reading, and the reading ability test
on six reading skills concerning details, sentence study, main Idea, interpretation, context

clue, and inference.

It was found that the students generally had positive attitudes towards
English reading. Regarding reading ability, the student as a whole performed moderately.
Their poorest skills were those in inference and determining context clues; comprehension
of sentences and finding main ideas were poor where as their moderate skills were
interpretation and details. Gender, age and attitude towards reading had no relationship
with English reading ability of the students. GPA was the only one factor that had
statistically significant differences at level 0.05 between reading ability levels. The main
problems of the students in reading English text were unable to guess the meaning of

vocabulary, unfamiliar vocabularies, and unable to determine the main ideas.
